











 Dallas canines welcomed their third-off leash puppy playground with the opening of Wagging Tail Dog Park. Among the park’s
amenities that appeal to pet owners is ADA accessible parking, nature trails, surfaced walking trails, doggie drinking fountains,
specialty lighting, and outdoor seating. In addition to decorative fencing, unique landscaping containing native plants and grasses
combined with water elements will enclose the doggy play areas.

Other facility improvements included:
* Tenison Highlands Golf Course bunker and Keeton Golf Course greens renovations
* Installation of gravel walkways at Old City Park
* Texas Discovery Gardens renovations and expansion
* Opening of the Turtle Creek Overlook
* Reconstruction of the Valley View Park Bridge and Trail
J.J. Craft athletic field renovation

Business and Community Partnerships

Teaming with Baylor Health Care System, the Park Department transformed J.J. Craft Recreation Center into the first diabetes
management center in South Dallas. The Diabetes Health and Wellness Institute at Juanita J. Craft Recreation Center opened in
September to provide diabetes education programs, medical services and recreational activities. Other significant partnerships were:

* The opening of the Dallas Zoo’s Giants of the Savanna exhibit and the newly renovated Children’s Aquarium at Fair Park with
Dallas Zoo Management
* The renovation of the White Rock Lake Spillway, a joint effort with Dallas Water Utilities

Recreation Programs and Services

From games and sports activities to fitness demonstrations, dance and music, the Park Department sponsored its first-ever We’re So
Excited Open House to showcase the diverse leisure programs offered year round at City recreation centers. During free open house
activities, the community enjoyed live entertainment, facility tours and class demonstrations. Dallas offered 16,200 recreation
programs, providing 123,000 hours of traditional and innovative recreational programs and activities.

West Dallas communities celebrated the re-opening of Mattie Nash-Myrtle Davis Recreation Center. Designed and constructed as a
green facility, the 21,000 square foot center features a new NCAA-regulation basketball court, 1,200 square foot fitness center with
state-of-the-art equipment and a rainwater harvesting system.

With help from the Dallas Little League Baseball Association, the Park Department renovated two underused athletic fields at
White Rock Lake into a modern baseball complex that features two fields designed for little league play and the addition of a newly
constructed tee ball field. Renovations included field design and layout, turf preparation, irrigation, outfield fencing and amenity
upgrades, backstop replacement, lighting, and the tee ball concourse and backstops.

In addition, Dallas recreation centers:

* Planned, coordinated and conducted 1,304 community and regional special events at recreation centers

* Provided 5,620 youth the opportunity to participate in Major League Baseball’s Junior RBI baseball program; Major League
Baseball Players Association baseball clinics, Pitch, Hit and Run; National Football League’s Punt, Pass and Kick; and
National Basketball Association’s iHoops basketball skills program

* Send a Kid to Camp served 607 children at 10 parks

* Coordinated the Family Fitness Festival at the Cotton Bowl to raise awareness of activities for healthy lifestyles

* Provided after school programs at 22 DISD school sites for 9,387 youth ages 6-12; 12,228 hours of tutoring were provided by
certified teachers

* Provided 1,677 programs attended by 65,026 senior adults

* Registered and qualified 200 track and field participants in the Texas Amateur Athletic Federation Track meet

* Presented “Water Smart” water safety program at 25 recreation centers and elementary schools reaching 9,977 youth; conducted
1,419 individual swim lessons at seven community pools.

Fair Park

Fair Park become the chosen venue for several familiar Dallas events including the Rock-n-Roll Half Marathon (March 2010) with
13,000 runners, City Arts Festival (May 2010), Taste of Dallas Festival (July 2010), Arena Concessions concert series at the Band
Shell, and the Dallas White Rock Marathon (December 2010) with an estimated 22,000 runners and 50,000 spectators. The
